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Constitution

 123. The Ahmadiyya Muslim 
Women’s Student Association
shall work under Secretary 
Umoore Talibaat.

 124. Election of Office Bearers of 
AMWSA shall take place every 
year at the time of Annual Ijtema 
and approval of elected members 
shall be obtained from Hazrat
Khalifatul-Masih (aba).

 125. All Office Bearers of AMWSA 
shall be from among the female 
students.

 126. Secretary Umoore Talibaat 
shall keep a complete record of 
all the female students under 
Ahmadiyya Muslim Women’s 
Student Association.
